Troop and Patrol Planning Guide

A Camporee can be a perfect showplace for the Scouting program and, therefore, goes far beyond just
being a gathering of boys. A Camporee starts with the recognition that a patrol is the basic (camping)
unit. The patrol demonstrates its very best camping techniques and shares its experiences with other
patrols. Camporees are held on a Council or District basis. Camporee programs may include contests
and demonstrations of outdoor Scouting skill as well as campfires, games, and field events. These
activities can show Scouting at its best. They stimulate overnight camping; they help units to attain part of
their annual commitment to 10 days and nights of camping; and they help prepare units for long-term
camping in the summer. It's the challenge of a competition and it’s a tradition as old as Scouting.

The goals of Meridian Camporee are:

Develop Leadership

Provide an environment for teambuilding through competition
Build friendship and trust within the Patrol

Increase self-confidence

Improve Scout Skills

Meet Scouts from other Troops

Have fun doing it all!

It includes information for registration, program
participation, events, and scoring. This will help the Patrol Leader work
with — and train — his Patrol to improve their Scouting abilities and do well
in the competitions at Camporee. This preparation, if done properly,
should help every Patrol realize that the most important item they bring to
Camporee is Scout spirit!

Be Prepared. Use the information in this Guide, in the Scout Handbook,
and the Patrol Leader’'s Handbook and come ready to handle any question,
problem, or challenge relating to Scout skills — which will definitely be
tested during Camporee.

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Things to Remember:
Camporee patches must be ordered separately at registration. The cost is $3 per patch.
All trash needs to be taken home. (Bring trash bags.)
Troops should bring tables for cooking and eating.

Patrols are expected to operate independently and without adult assistance. There will be a
separate list of activities for adults.

Tents must be pitched along the back borders of the campsite, with cooking in the front. In
some cases, Patrols and Troops will be in close quarters — so everyone has to be patient and
work out territorial differences.

There is no separate track for Venture Scouts. All Patrols will compete in the traditional program.
Older Scouts should be on Staff if they are not competing with their Patrol.

Scout clothing required at all times. Electronics such as cell phones, iPods, and video games
should not interfere with the spirit of Camporee (each Troop has their own policy on electronics).

Each Patrol should have a dish washing station in their campsite. Patrols are not allowed to
wash dishes at the hand-washing stations or the water spigots.

Everyone should be prepared for a lot of walking because the camping area is large.
Bring your digital camera and take lots of pictures.

There is lots of pollen every year at Camporee. Be prepared.

There is lots of poison oak at Los Mochos. Bring Tecnu. Big bottles.

Registered participants will receive a brand new Camporee shirt.

Members of the Order of the Arrow should bring/wear their sash.

Scouts should not pick up rattlesnakes.

Camporee Youth Staff will sleep the Blue Oak campsites (need sleeping bag and pad) and eat at
the Camporee Kitchen.

Unregistered adult visitors may pay for individual meals at the Camporee Kitchen (for a small
posted fee per meal).

Adults should bring chairs for observing the events and or participating in the adult activities.
Troops may bring shade canopies.
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1. Transportatlon

Most Scouts will be dropped off on Mines Road for a short hike into camp. Their drivers can proceed
down Mines Road until finding a safe place to turn around and return home. Most vehicles will not
actually enter Los Mochos.

Each vehicle actually entering Los Mochos will pay a $5 toll. Please carpool as much as possible.
Every car should be filled to the brim with Scouts and equipment when it arrives. The short access road
leading up to Los Mochos from Mines Road is narrow, winding, and uneven. Drivers may be forced to

pass on-coming traffic on what is essentially a one-lane road. Be careful.

At Los Mochos, vehicles will be directed to a parking area — where drivers must back into the parking
spaces. Scouts will then get out and walk from the parking area to the campsites with their backpacks.
This might take 10 minutes.

Driving Directions to Los Mochos

Take 580 to Vasco Road (in Livermore),

go south on Vasco (to the end),

turn right onto Tesla Road,

turn left onto Mines Road (after Wente Bros. Winery)

after 3.4 miles, take LEFT hand turn to stay on Mines road heading toward Mt. Hamilton (the straight
road goes to Del Valle). There is a small brown sign.

Continue on Mines Road 11.2 miles (153 sharp curves plus or minus 7) to Rancho Los Mochos

From the Vasco Road exit it is 18.3 miles to camp. (From Danville, the driving time will be a little more
than an hour to Los Mochos.) There are alternate routes if the freeway is backed-up (like taking the North
Livermore exit — but you should check a map if you are unfamiliar with the area.) Please carpool as much
as possible.

Bring completed inspection sheets for each patrol, parent permission slips for archery
and rifle range, $5 for each car, tables and chairs , sack dinner, Good Eats food to share,
water (if you don’t like well water), uniforms, Pat  rol Flags, Scout Spirit.

2. Scout Uniforms:

All Scouts and Adult Leaders are expected to be in full uniform on Friday evening and the Sunday
Morning Flag Retirement (shirt, pants, socks, belt, neckerchief, slide). Class B (Field) shirts are
acceptable all day Saturday, including Flags, competitions, events, and campfires. Items of clothing with
any “message” other than Scouting should not be worn — including hats. No camouflage clothing of any
kind allowed.

3. Volunteering for Scout Staff:

Senior Scouts can register for staff roles through their Troops. The Troop and Scout fills out the “Scout
Staff Application” (included in this packet) and turns it in with their registration or at Roundtable. For
planning purposes, all Youth Staff are considered to be eating at the Camporee Kitchen. Scouts on Staff
must be at least 13 years old by the first day of Camporee. There will be at least one planning meeting
for Scout staff prior to Camporee — at the discretion of the Senior Patrol Leader and Scoutmaster. All
Staff should register and pay through their Troop.

4. Webelos

Webelos are invited to participate on Saturday afternoon. They will observe the Patrol events and
participate in some of the individual activities (as appropriate). Registration forms for Webelos will be
distributed separately. Webelo leaders should contact Ray Chan for program information
(ray4scouting@gmail.com _ or 925-548-6179).
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5. Camporee Check-in

Each Patrol will complete an Incoming Patrol Inspection Score Sheet before they arrive at Los Mochos.
This score sheet should contain the names and rank of all Scouts that are attending Camporee from your
Patrol. It will take time to conduct these inspections properly — schedule Friday afternoon logistics
accordingly.

Patrol inspections will be conducted by Senior Troop Leadership before arrival at Camporee (possibly in a
parking lot before driving to Los Mochos). These inspections will emphasize three things: 1) Scout
Uniforms (Class A with all appropriate badges and sashes); 2) Personal Equipment (pack check in
accordance with the requirements described in the Scout Handbook); and 3) Patrol Equipment (bring your
Patrol Flags.) Patrols and their score sheets will be re-checked by Camporee staff inspectors upon
arrival.

When Units/Patrols arrive they will receive their campsite assignment from the facilities staff as they enter
Los Mochos. Patrols can immediately proceed to their assigned campsites and set up their camp. You
must carry your Patrol Box or equipment and ice chest from the drop off spot to the campsite — about a
five minute walk. (Wheeled carts are allowed to transport equipment.) Patrol Leaders will assist with
camp set up and then proceed to the registration area near the flag poles. Uniformed adult leaders
should camp with their Troop or in Blue Oak. (Due to space restrictions, please have any many adults as
possible camping on Blue Oak.)

At the registration area, Patrol Leaders will exchange their Incoming Inspection Score Sheet for Class B
shirts and Game cards. This should be done before “Good Eats” on Friday evening, which begins at
20:30 at the campfire area.

Be sure your patrol arrives at Los Mochos between 16:30 and 20:00 . If your Patrol cannot check in
during this timeframe, please make arrangements with the Registrar beforehand.

Troops should bring tables for cooking. Meals must be prepared using stoves or charcoal in turkey pans.
There is a fire danger at this time of year and all safety precautions must be observed.

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7. Cooking and Eating
There will be no cooking on Friday night. Eat befor e you come or bring a sack dinner.

Patrols will prepare three meals (Saturday Breakfast, Saturday Dinner (Ace of Cakes Competition), and
Sunday Breakfast. Lunch on Sunday is optional. These meals should be simple, wholesome, and without
extensive clean up. Cold meals for breakfasts and lunch are encouraged. (A sample menu form is
included in this packet.)

Bring your Patrol Box/Patrol Equipment — but you will have to carry it from the parking area. Patrols can
cook with stoves (butane or gas), Dutch Ovens, or turkey pans. This year, h
Charcoal (if used) must be removed to the burn pile before checkout. STRAINED white water goes into
the bushes at least 200 feet from the campsite. (Please - no noodles in the bushes!)

Adults in uniform will eat in their Troop campsite. Visitors (unregistered adults), adult staff, and youth staff
will also eat in the Camporee Kitchen.

Saturday lunch will be eaten while the events are s till open. Camporee will provide lunch in the
events area. Troops do not need to bring food for Saturday lunch. Patrols should report to the
designated lunch area when they are ready to eat. Scouts should also carry emergency food on
Saturday in case they get hungry.

Leave No Trace : Everything you carry in — must be
carried out. This includes all trash. Each Patrol should
bring three sturdy trash bags for the waste generated
from preparing food. (Please — no disposable plates,
cups, or silverware. Use your mess kits.) Proper meal
planning and prior food preparation can greatly minimize
the amount of trash generated and make it easier to
carry the trash home.

While there is water available near the campsite, some Scouts notice the taste (it comes from wells). It is
safe to drink this well water, but you might want to bring in a few gallons of water for drinking anyway.

Camporee Kitchen

All adults staying at Camporee should be registered through their Troop. All registered Adult Staff are
welcome to eat in the kitchen. Unregistered guests (visitors) can eat in the Camporee kitchen for a small
fee, which will be collected when they eat. Please bring small bills so the Kitchen staff does not have to
worry about making change.

Scouts on staff are welcome to eat in the kitchen provided that they register as staff in advance. Scouts
on staff may also eat with their Troops.

8. “Good Eats” and “Patrol Activity”

On Friday evening, after Check-In, there will be an activity called “Good Eats.” Everyone will gather on
the Parade Grounds and share desserts or other tasty treats. Each Troop should bring enough food for
their own unit — plus an equal amount to share. Suggested desserts include pie, cake, ice cream,
pastries, A&W Diet Root Beer Floats, and anything else your Troop likes to eat. Bring serving utensils
also. Scouts should use their own mess kits. (Leave No Trace Principles.)

Patrols will also have a game to complete during this time and can earn 25 points. (Game cards will be
passed out during registration.)
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9. Ceremonies and Campfires:

There is no campfire on Friday night. It has been replaced by Good
Eats. Order of the Arrow candidates will be called out Friday on the
Parade Grounds.

There will be a bugling contest on Friday night at 20:00 at the lower
Flag Poles. Each unit is allowed to enter one bugler in this
competition. Please conduct your own qualifying competition before Camporee and select your best
bugler. Buglers should bring their own instrument.

The Scouts Own will be conducted on Saturday night before the campfires. All Scouts and uniformed
leaders are expected to participate. Patrols may be asked to volunteer and contribute appropriate stories
or songs.

There are two campfires on Saturday night. One is the traditional campfire in the campfire amphitheatre.
The other is a Meridian’s Got Talent in Manzanita. The Meridian’s Got Talent is only for Patrols where the
average rank is at least First Class (Older Patrols). All Scouts and Leaders should attend one of the
campfires. During campfires there should not be anyone left in camp. (This is done as a security
measure and to ensure the safety of all Scouts.)

On Sunday morning an Honor Guard will be retiring 101 American Flags. This is a full Class A activity for
the entire camp. Troops will be asked to send Honor Scouts to assist in the retirement. If your unit has
old or damaged flags, bring them and we can include them in the retirement.

10. Traditional Campfire on Saturday Night

There will be a traditional Scout campfire in the lower amphitheatre on Saturday night starting after
Scout’s Own. Patrols can enter the skit contest by filling out the form and giving to Staff before or during
Camporee. In addition, there will be songs, stories, and cheers. If you have never been to a Camporee,
you should definitely attend this campfire.
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11. Meridian’s Got Talent on Saturday Night

Meridian’s Got Talent (MGT) will be held in Manzanita on Saturday night after the Scout's Own.
Attendance is limited to Venture Crews, and older Patrols (Average rank of at least First Class). Older
Patrols can opt to attend the traditional campfire instead, but Patrols should attend together — no matter
which event they choose. Patrols with an average rank under First Class should not attend Meridian’s
Got Talent. The rules for MGT follow, but they are subject to change.

All types of acts (within limits) will be welcomed (Scouts are reminded that now is the time to
stretch your artistic wings, but you're still Scouts at a Scouting event)

Acts can include Music (Instrumental, Vocal), Comedy, Juggling, Magi ¢, Yodeling, Dance,
Martial Arts Demonstrations

All participants must be registered Boy Scouts

A time limit of 5 minutes per act will be strictly enforced

Acts will be judged on: talent, skill, teamwork (if applicable) and audience response

Three weeks prior to the event (Sunday April 10th in the afternoon) , there will be a semi-finals
competition where all acts will get a chance to perform. The content of the planned performance must be
submitted at this semi final competition. The top eight ACTS will be invited to perform on Saturday night
at the Meridian’s Got Talent competition. If you want to schedule your participation at the semi-finals,
get your name on the list.

The MGT judges committee will provide Lighting and a PA system. All acts must provide all their own
equipment, props etc for their act.

To get your name on the list of competing acts, and to sign up for the semi finals on April 9th, send an
email to Steve Tom [stevettom@yahoo.com]  with the following information: your name and contact
information, unit number, type of Act, and any special requirements.

13. Meridian Cookbook

In an effort to expand the culinary experience of local Scouts, we will assemble a camping cookbook
during Camporee. All Patrols are asked to submit their favorite camp recipes using the form in this
packet. Categories include breakfast, lunch, dinner, desserts. After Camporee, all recipes will be
assembled and compiled into a book that can be used by all Troops.
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12. “Ace of Cakes” Cooking Contest

The cooking contest is on Saturday night and is patterned after the
popular television shows “The Ace of Cakes” and “Cake Boss”.
Patrols will bake together and eat what they create. Adult Patrols can
participate in the competition, but in a separate category.

Patrols will bake a cake using a Dutch oven, box oven, or even a
cooking stove and decorate it in true “Scout Style”. Materials and
decorations may be brought from home, but the cake must be cooked
and assembled at Camporee. The cake must represent the Patrol
icon. For example, if the Patrol is the Aardvark Patrol, then bake a
cake that symbolizes an aardvark. The cake must be large enough to
feed your patrol, and at least 95% edible.

All cakes will be judged on their creativity/design (10 points), taste (5
points), scout spirit (5 points), and degree of difficulty (5 points).
When completed, the entire Patrol will carry their cake to the midway
and find a judging table. Each cake will be accompanied with a card Ugly Monster Patrol
indicating the Patrol Name, type of cake and method of baking. After the cake is judged, everyone can
return to their campsite and enjoy their dessert.

14. Inter-Troop Competition

On Sunday morning after the flag ceremony, there will be an Inter-Troop competition involving food, fun,
and running around. Scoutmasters, Senior Patrols Leaders, and selected Scouts will participate in a
Camporee-oriented relay-race where the winners will be determined by how fast they can perform Scout
skills and consume Scout foods. Prizes will be awarded.

15. Eagle Scouts

Troops should contact their Eagle Scouts (including Troop alumni) and invite
them to attend Camporee on Saturday. Eagle Scouts arriving on Saturday and
leaving after the campfire need not register. There will be an Eagle dinner at
Teal Lodge with a distinguished speaker for Eagle Scouts and Staff only.
Judges for “Ace of Cakes” on Saturday evening will be Eagle Scouts. There will
be a designated Eagle campground for those wanting to stay overnight.

16. Scoring and Earning Points (805 points possibl  e)
There will be two levels of scoring: Patrols with an average rank under First Class and Patrols with an
average rank of First Class and above. Awards will be given in each category.

Patrols will compete against other Patrols and earn points in four areas:
Patrol Game on Friday night: 25 points possible
o Patrols will be given a game card. It should be filled out as per the instructions and
returned on Friday night
Camporee Saturday Patrol Events: 420 points possib  le
o Emphasis is on leadership, teamwork, and Scout spirit
o Points will be awarded for the following:
1. All participating Patrol members present and in common uniform,
2. Patrol Leader exercising effective leadership,
3. Patrol members working well together,
4. Completing the task successfully.
Inspections (Patrol and Campsite): 260 points possi ble
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o Patrols should “Be Prepared,” with the right personal and Patrol equipment.

o Individual inspections will occur prior to Camporee arrival and will be conducted by the
Troop Leadership. There will be a second inspection upon arrival.

o Campsites that are clean, orderly, and respectful of the environment. There will be only
one campsite inspection late Saturday afternoon. It will be conducted by youth staff and
adults.

Ace of Cakes: 100 points possible
o Patrols will prepare dessert for judging
o Points awards for presentation, originality, taste

17. Camporee Events:
There will be three types of Saturday events:

1. Patrol Events.

o There will be thirteen scored events for Patrols (including the Patrol Flag scoring).

o Patrols select 12 events and complete them. The more events completed, the more points scored.

o Evenif all 13 events are completed, only the best 12 scores will be considered for the District scoring.

o Patrol Events start at 9:00 am on Saturday and end at 15:00. Events will be open this entire period,
so Patrols must grab lunch on the go. Camporee provides lunch to “Patrols” in the event area.

One “event” will be the scoring of your Patrol Flag. For this you can earn the same number of points (35)
as any other event. Patrols can bring their Flags to the event for scoring and leave it there on display
while they go off to complete the other events. When not being scored or on display, your Patrol Flag
should be prominently positioned at your campsite and carried to all patrol events. There will be no
gateway competition this year.

2. Individual Events

o Individual events begin at 15:00 and end at 16:30 on Saturday.

o Individual events do not count towards Patrol scoring.

o Planned individual activities could include Cubbity Cubbity, Rifle Range, Archery, Tomahawk Throw,
and Nerf Guns.

Camp-wide Events

There will be two events open to Troops and/or individuals that want to participate on a team

0 The first is the camp-wide game on Saturday afternoon. (This could be Capture the Flag, Ultimate
Frisbee, or something else. Camporee Youth Leader’s choice.)

o0 The second event is a Troop competition with the Scoutmasters participating. It will be on Sunday
morning and an award will go to the winning Troop.

o Camp-wide events do not count towards Patrol scoring.

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Campsite Inspections:

Campsites will be inspected once on Saturday afternoon or evening. Patrols should try and leave their
campsite in excellent condition when they leave for Flags in the morning — in case there is no time to
return before the inspection. Adult Leaders will accompany Scout Staff on the inspections.

There should be a clear separation between patrols, and some marking or sign (like a Patrol Flag) that
identifies the Patrol. The inspection will be conducted according to the following scorecard.
